HPOT

Refers to how occupational therapy,
physical therapy, and speech-
language pathology professionals
use evidence-based practice and
clinical reasoning in the purposeful
manipulation of equine movement as
atherapy tool to engage sensory,
neuro motor and cognitive systems
to promote functional outcomes

Hippotherapy exists within a medical
model of treatment, in which the
equine movement is a treatment
tool/strategy applied by a therapist.
