PHASE ONE 
 
Initial Eligibility:  21 years old, complete PATH Intl. driving workshop (either hands on or demonstration only 
up to two years prior to certification, 200 hours (for Level I) driving more than one single hitch horse/pony, 2 
driving clinics OR 6 hours of private driving instruction OR a variety of sanctioned competitions.  For more 
information, review list of approved sanctioned competition, Level II requirements and recommended 
reading.
